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Objective: 

To allow participants to present themselves    
Time:

30 minutes (depending on the number of people)  
Materials:

Meta cards, marker pens, free wall space   
Procedure:

· Ask participants and resource people to present themselves with personal information to the group.  
· Ask them to write the following information on five A5-cards (using keywords only in large lower-case letters, as long as it is grammatically appropriate) and then to show and explain to the group:   

1) name and home location;
2) institution and place;  

3) position and specialty;
4) address;  

5) additional information (e.g. family, hobbies).   

Tips and options: 
· Keep the information visible during the training event.
