Exercise No. 1: Purposes and Actors in Participatory Mapping

Objective:

To identify the purposes and actors in participatory mapping  
Time:
45 minutes
Materials: 

Colour markers, flip charts, adhesive tape, wall space  
Procedure:     
· Ask participants to work in pairs and discuss: 
· three purposes that a community may have for conducting a participatory mapping exercise;   
· which types of actors (i.e. people in or out of the community) may be interested in participatory mapping. 
· Ask each pair of participants to join with another pair to discuss and agree about the answers to the two topics.
· Draw the table below on a flip chart page (one for each group) and ask each group to write its answers on a table.
