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	Introduction


	This Unit focuses on external, macro factors which affect the initiation, implementation and follow-up of processes in participatory geographical information systems (PGIS) practice. The Unit highlights the importance of national policies, national and local laws, property tenure systems and national and international regulatory frameworks and conventions. 
The land and resource tenure policy in a specific country (and maybe also at the regional level) is an important factor in enabling successful participatory mapping activities. Therefore, to have a full appreciation of the issues in this Unit requires prior knowledge of an area’s land law and legislation, private and communal property and customary and legislated laws. 

	Target audience
	Technology intermediaries working in multidisciplinary teams and operating within an institution/organisation already committed to practising participatory mapping and who are or would be required to: (i) deliver training on the practice; (ii) facilitate the process in the field.

	Unit objectives / expected outcomes


	After the completion of the Unit the trainee will be able to: 

· discuss the relevance of international conventions and policies; 

· describe how policy instruments influence local people’s behaviour; 

· analyse the implications of land and resource rights and entitlements; 

· describe the importance of the legal status of indigenous and local people as an enabling or disabling factor; 

· clarify the importance of recognising community-based mapping; 

· present examples of community-based mapping.
