Exercise No. 4: Reading the Pattern of Contour Lines (B)

Objective:

To read the pattern of contour lines 


Time:


40 minutes

Materials:


 Colour pencils and a photocopy of Sample Map B for each trainee

Procedure:

· Ask the trainees to study the contour lines on Sample Map B.

· Invite them to draw the rivers in blue pencil.

· Ask the participants to identify the valley, steep slope, ridge, flat area, mountain peak and gully.
· Invite trainees to:

· draw a line around the watershed of Swehaw Creek;
· draw a line around the watershed of Hunter Creek;
· describe the topography of Swehaw Creek.

· Ask the trainees to determine the highest elevation on the map. 
· Invite the trainees to:

· draw a line that shows the easiest walking route between Peak 6203 and Peak 5342;
· draw a line that shows the easiest walking route from the headwaters of O’Farrell Creek to the headwaters of Hunter Creek;
· calculate the elevation drop of O’Farrell Creek from the headwaters of the central tributary to the junction of O’Farrell Creek and Bitter Creek. 
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
