Exercise No. 10: Coordinate Systems and Projections

Objective:


To visualise how the grid system and projections are used to make two-dimensional world maps from a three-dimensional globe

Time:


30 minutes

Materials:


Large orange or grapefruit, knife and a permanent marker for each participant

Procedure:

· Instruct participants to draw the equator around the middle of the orange. 

· Instruct the participants to draw the Prime Meridian starting from where the stem of the orange was attached (this would be the North Pole).

· Instruct the participants to draw lines from the North Pole to the South Pole of the orange so that it is divided in four sections.

· Invite participants to draw continents. 

· Instruct the participants to cut the sections of peel along the lines and then lay them side by side on a flat surface.
