Exercise No. 2: Sketch versus Text

Objective:

To demonstrate that field sketches convey more information more efficiently than writing text 


Time:


20 minutes 

Materials:


Notebook, pencil and eraser for each participant

Procedure:

· Ask the participants to form pairs and choose a place to sketch. Each pair might choose a different room in the building, a street in the town or village or a farmer’s field. 

· Ask one participant to make a sketch and the other to describe in words what s/he sees – e.g. the layout of the furniture, the location of the houses or the location of the plants in a home garden. 

· Reconvene and present one or two of the results to the whole group. 

· Facilitate a discussion:

· Did the sketch or the text take less time to create?
· Which took less space in the notebook?
· Which takes less time to read?
· Which conveys the information more clearly? 
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
