Exercise No.1: Accessing Online Sources of Imagery

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Objective:


To expose trainees to searching for online imagery 
Time:


90 minutes
Materials:


Flip chart, marker pen, computers, broadband Internet connection, digital version of the file “List of additional resources” which is part of this Unit
Procedure:

· Complete the following steps in advance of the exercise:

· Prepare a sufficient number of computers connected to the Internet to accommodate all trainees. 
· Load and save the document “List of Additional Resources” on the desktop of each computer.

· Define a task (e.g. locate an image of a given resolution of areas / locations which may be known or relevant to the trainees). 
· Invite the trainees to carry out the task you have defined. 

· Allow 10 minutes for the trainees to read the handout.

· Suggest that they select the sources based on relevance to the given task.

· Allow 30 minutes for the trainees to search and explore the different repositories.
· Allow 20 minutes to execute the specific image search task.

· Invite the trainees to share their experiences with the other trainees. 

· You may want to ask the following questions:  What were the difficulties you encountered? How did you overcome these? What are the lessons learned? 

· Write down the replies on a flip chart and brainstorm the issues raised.
Tips and options: 

· In most cases, one computer per two trainees is sufficient. Having two trainees working on one computer favours mutual assistance and stimulates sharing and learning.
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
