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	Introduction


	This Unit introduces the trainee to the basics of Internet cartography, including ways that online maps can be used (e.g. to promote territories or document patterns of land use) and the benefits that can be realised by communities using existing online maps. The trainee will be familiarised with the background of the underlying technology and the use of Web-based mapping. 
A review of available online mapping tools (e.g. Google Maps, Google Earth, Google SketchUp, Wikimapia, NASA World Wind, Picasa Web Albums and YouTube) will be presented, including a brief demonstration of how these tools might be used. This will be complemented by examples of how these technologies are being used (e.g. mapping mashups) and why map makers may wish to employ Web-based tools.

	Technology intermediaries working in multidisciplinary teams and operating within an institution/organisation already committed to practising participatory mapping and who are or would be required to: (i) deliver training on the practice, (ii) facilitate the process in the field.
