Exercise No. 5: Introduction to YouTube

Objective:


To become familiar with YouTube and learn how to upload and share videos  
Time:


20–30 minutes

Materials:


A computer and one headset per trainee with access to the Internet and an installed Web browser, such as Internet Explorer or Mozilla Firefox 
Procedure:

Invite the trainees to perform the following:

1. Type http://www.youtube.com into the address bar, located at the top of the browser.

2. Click on ‘Sign in’, located in the top right corner of the screen.

3. Log in using the username and password you created in the first exercise. (You may be able to skip this step if you did not log out at the end of the first exercise.)

4. Once you have logged in with your Gmail account, you will need to create a YouTube account. Click on ‘Make me a new account’.
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5. Enter the required information.

6. After reading the Terms of Use, click on ‘I accept’.
7. Since you have already created a Google account (Gmail account), you will enter the email address that you created and your password under the ‘Yes. Add YouTube to my Google Account’ heading. 
8. Enter your username and password.

9. In order to upload a video, click on ‘Upload’ from the top right side of the screen.
10. From here, you can either upload a video file that you have already created (this likely will be the option you use most often) or create a video using your computer’s webcam, if one is available. For now, select ‘Upload Video File’. 
11. Click on ‘Upload Video’.
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Press "Upload Video" to select and upload a video file.





12. Navigate to the location on your computer where your video is stored and select it.

13. Enter a title for your video.
14. Enter a description for your video.
15. Select a category for your video.
16. Choose a privacy setting.
17. Once you have saved these settings, click on ‘Go to my Videos’.
18. Click ‘Edit’ underneath the video you have just uploaded.
19. From here you can set other information about the video, including the location.
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20. Enter the date the video was taken, if desired.

21. Enter the location by typing in the nearest city and then navigating to the precise location on the map.

22. On the left side of the screen, you can select people with whom you would like to share the video by clicking on ‘Edit contact lists?’ and adding the people with whom you would like to share. Once you have added some contacts, you can share the video with them. 

23. Under the ‘Comments’ heading, you can select the appropriate option if you would like viewers to be able to make comments about the video. 
24. In Unit M13U02, you will work with embedding your YouTube video in a map that you create. 
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
