	A mind map is a diagram that can be included in the notes to organise and structure one’s thinking through the use of words, concepts and images. It involves creating a diagram that arranges a series of thoughts in a radial pattern around a central idea. This technique is useful because mind maps are quick and easy to make and the information they contain is generally easier to remember and review because of the visual component of the map.
