Exercise No. 4: The Rule of Thirds

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Objective:

To employ the Rule of Thirds when taking a photograph with a digital camera 
Time:

45 minutes
Materials:

One digital camera per group and the M14U05 Handout for Trainee (Handout4T)
Procedure:

· Ask participants to review the section entitled “The Rule of Thirds” in the Handout4T of M14U05. 
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· Instruct the participants to look through the viewfinder or at the display of their cameras and to imagine the image divided into nine equally-sized squares, as in the figure above. Ask them to line up different shots, paying attention to which features would be situated along the lines and which would appear at the intersections of those lines.
· Trainees should begin first with a landscape shot. Ask them to practise situating the horizon along one of the horizontal lines. 

· Divide participants into pairs and instruct them to practise taking pictures of each other. Trainees should practise lining their partners’ eyes up with the points where two lines intersect and their bodies with one of the vertical lines. Ask them to try taking photos of groups of people. After they have taken several photos, instruct them to come back together with the group. 
· Invite participants to look at their own photos and those taken by others and evaluate what they like best about the pictures they have taken. 
· Invite participants to practise using the Rule of Thirds for a second time, keeping in mind the things they liked best about the photos they evaluated and employing those strategies.
